For telephone assistance contact TPWD at (800) 262-8755
or (512) 389-4828. The form PWD 143 must be completed and submitted with any supporting documentation and appropriate fees to TPWD Headquarters in Austin,
a TPWD local law enforcement office, or a participating County Tax Assessor-Collector office. Effective 1/1/94, all vessels/boats and outboard motors are required to
be titled unless exempt. Registration is required for use on all Texas public waters. Outboard motors must be titled separately using PWD 144.

Section A: Is the Vessel New or Used?

¢ ‘New’ is defined as: Brand new vessels purchased from a Dealer, Distributor, or Manufacturer; or a newly built homemade vessel. Typically, these vessels have not
been used other than in a demonstration by the Dealer, Distributor or Manufacturer.

* ‘Used’ is defined as: Any vessel with an existing TPWD title or registration record, any vessel that is recorded in another state or country, any USCG documented
vessel, or any vessel that is not currently on record and does not have a Manufacturers Statement of Origin or is not newly homemade.

Section B: Is the Vessel From Out of State or USCG Documented?
